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Summary of the study
Study title:

Hindrances faced by school management in applying the project of modern teaching
strategies

Objectives of the study:

\- Identifying administrative and technical hindrances facing the school administration in
running the project of modern teaching strategies.

Y- There are differences with statistically significant at the level of significance (a = +0,+) for the
administrative hindrances, according to the variables of nature of the work, and educational
region to the favor of schools principals and Riyadh region.

Y- There are differences with statistically significant at the level of significance (a = +0,*) for the
technical hindrances, according to the variables of nature of the work, and educational
region, to the favor of schools principals, Eastern region and Makkah region.

Curriculum:

Researcher used the descriptive method, the study was applied to the sample of the study which
is consisting of ninety-nine members, of the forty-one educational supervisors supervising the
project, and twenty-three principals, and thirty-five schools vice-principals working at different
schools that execute the project, in three educational areas: the region of Riyadh, Makkah region
and the eastern region.

Study tool:

The researcher designed a questionnaire, consisting of an introduction and some instructions,
and demographic information. The questionnaire has two main parts, for the administrative
hindrances, and the technical hindrances, each part has twenty-five statements.

The most important results of the study:

\ — Both technical and administrative hindrances scored high marks, to the Modern
Strategies of Teaching project, with slight difference to the technical hindrances.

Y - There are significant differences at the level of statistical significance (a = +0,*) of the
administrative constraints on the nature of the work ,school district for school administrators and
the Riyadh region.

Y - There are significant differences at the level of statistical significance (a = +<0,*) technical
constraints on the nature of the work, school district for school administrators and the eastern
region, and Mecca.

The most important recommendations of the study:

\ - Provide both moral and financial support to the school principals and teachers working in the
schools that execute the project of Modern Strategies of Teaching.



Y — Lowering the number of students in the classrooms in which the Modern Strategies of
Teaching project is applied.

Y — Following up the modern strategies of teaching project and evaluating it periodically.

& - Encouraging teachers to read new studies and research in education.

0 - Providing schools applying the Modern Strategies of Teaching project with all sorts of aids that
facilitates that application of the project.
